Yury Martynov (piano, harpsichord, fortepiano, clavichord, 
organ)  belongs to the most interesting and versatile Russian 
musicians of our times whose performance combines the best 
traditions of the Russian piano school and the West-European 
keyboard school with the unique personality. In the world 
there are few performers who master so many instruments 
and so many styles.

Born in 1969, Yury Martynov graduated from the Central 
Special Musical School (1976 – 1987) at the Moscow State 
Conservatory “P.I. Tchaikovsky”, the piano under Professor 
S.L. Dijour, and the theory of music under Professor Y.N. 
Kholopov. Then he graduated from the Moscow State 
Conservatory (1987 – 1992), the piano under Professor 
and the people’s artist of the Russian Federation, M.S. 
Voskresensky; and the organ under Professor and the RF 
honored artist, A.A Parshin (diploma with honors).

In 1993-1994 Y. Martynov took a study course in France from 
Professor I. Wjunisky, the department of harpsichord and 
basso continuo in the High School of Music “Jean-Wiener” in 
Bobigny, and in the Conservatory “C. Debussy” in Paris, which 
he both graduated from with gold medals. 

From 1989 the musician is giving concerts, performing as a 
soloist and a chamber ensemble member in the best concert 
halls of Moscow and St-Petersburg, other Russian cities, CIS 
countries and in many countries of Europe, USA and Japan.  
He took part in many prestigious Festivals in Russia and 
abroad. In 2000, together with D. Sokolov and S. Filchenko, 
he created the PLAYel-trio (from 2006 the violinist in the trio 
is V. Pessin).

Edna Golandsky is the leading exponent of the Taubman 
Approach. She has earned wide acclaim throughout the 
United States and abroad for her extraordinary ability to solve 
technical problems and for her penetrating musical insight. 
She received both her bachelor of music and master of 
music degrees from the Juilliard School, following which she 
continued her studies with Dorothy Taubman. 

In 1976 Ms. Golandsky conceived the idea of establishing 
an Institute where people could come together during the 
summer and pursue an intensive investigation of the Taubman 
Approach. Together with Mrs.Taubman they established the 
Taubman Institute, which they ran together as co-founders. 
In June 2003, the Golandsky Institute, was formed which is a 
leading center for the study, advancement, and dissemination 
of the Taubman Approach. The Institute conducts an annual 
symposium and festival every July at Princeton University
Performers and students from around the world come to 
study, coach, and consult with Ms. Golandsky. A pedagogue 
of international renown, she has a long-established reputation 
for the expert diagnosis and treatment of problems such as 
fatigue, pain, and serious injuries. She has been a featured 
speaker at many music medicine conferences. She is also an 
adjunct professor of piano at the City University of New York 
(CUNY). 

For the past three years, Ms. Golandsky and violinist Sophie 
Till have been working on a detailed application of the 
Taubman principles for string players. An instructional book 
about beginning lessons in the Taubman Approach for 
violinists is slated to come out in the future. 

Recently a three-disc DVD set of her lectures and master 
class was released entitled The Art of Rhythmic Expression, 
which has been heaped with praise from around the world. 
Michelle Conda says in American Music Teacher, “The pieces 
presented came alive to me in a whole new way through 
Golandsky’s explanations…Most importantly, Golandsky 

based her ideas on the music, not on the ‘this is the way I do 
it, you should do it the same way’ approach.”

Don Glanden, chairman of the Piano Department, University 
of the Arts, writes, “The Golandsky Institute has contributed 
an important and innovative work with the release of this 
three-disc set. Ms. Golandsky gives a fresh perspective on the 
development of rhythmic piano performance and continues 
to explore a new paradigm in piano pedagogy. Not to be 
overlooked is the enjoyment of hearing Edna Golandsky 
perform extended excerpts from the musical examples 
provided with the DVDs. Her pianism is extraordinary…and 
she swings!”

Three aspects of the Pierre Réach’s career mark his originality, 
concerts and recitals around the world, teaching and 
masterclasses and the organization of various artistic events. 
He was awarded in international competitions, among others, 
Olivier Messiaen First Prize, First Prize Pozzoli and Medal 
Arthur Rubinstein. 

He has been a student of Yvonne Lefébure and Yvonne Loriod 
in Paris, Maria Curcio in London and worked with Arthur 
Rubinstein and Alexis Weissenberg, among others. 

He performs regularly in recitals and concerts with orchestra 
around the world such as the KBS in Seoul, the Tokyo NHK, 
the Orchestre Radio France in Paris.

The Italian born Carlo Domeniconi gave as a composer and 
interpreter,  new energy to the classical guitar. He is one of 
today’s leading guitar artists.  He came to Turkey in 1977 to 
teach at the conservatory and stayed in Istanbul for three 
years. Since many years he has been living in Germany.
He tries to create a new sound, a warm style for the guitar. 
This new approach is attracting the attention of musicians 
from different cultures. Permanently in search of new timbres 
for the classical guitar, he hopes that his searching will take 
root. “The guitar is my fate. As long as I live I want to convert  
the colours and sounds of my imagination for the traditional 
classical guitar.” *

His compositions are principally for guitar, whether solo, 
duo, trio, quartet or in conjunction with other instruments or 
voice. In addition, he has to date written more than 20 guitar 
concertos, of which approximately half are for solo guitar, and 
half for various groupings of instruments.

Among the most frequently performed of Domeniconi’s 
works are Medium Sweet Guitar Concerto, Concerto 
Mediterraneo for two guitars, Concerto di Berlinbul for 
Turkish saz (baglama), guitar and chamber orchestra, and 
El Trino del Diablo (The Devil’s Trill) for solo violin, speaker, 
soprano, two guitars, string quartet, accordion, piano, viola da 
gamba and percussion. This last piece was performed at the 
Passionskirche, Berlin, on the occasion of Domeniconi’s 50th 
birthday. A year later it was performed in the Philharmonie 
Berlin, and in 1999 at the Istanbul Festival.

As a player Carlo Domeniconi has performed his own music at 
regular concerts all over the world for over 30 years. 
Many of his compositions are played by renowned musicians 
including David Russell, Alvaro Pierri, John Williams, the

Pieces such as Koyunbaba, Variations on an Anatolian 

Folksong, Hommage à Jimi Hendrix, Toccata in Blue and 
Sindbad are now an integral part of concert programmes. 
Several CD recordings of these compositions are available.  
Numerous rewiews and critiques of Carlo Domeniconi have 
appeared, for example in Classical Guitar, Le Cahier de la 
Guitare, Il Fronimo, Gitarre Aktuell, Gitarre und Laute and 
Guitart.   Two are quoted here:

South African Derek Gripper began his formal musical training 
at the age of six on the violin. After studying classical music 
Zcf�h\Y�bYlh�h\]fhYYb�mYUfg�\Y�VY[Ub�hc�`cc_�Zifh\Yf�U¯Y`X�Zcf�
musical inspiration.

5ZhYf�U�\cgh�cZ�[fcibXVfYU_]b[�U`Viag�k\]W\�fYXY¯bYX�h\Y�
landscape of South African music, most notable being the 
visionary Sagtevlei with Alex van Heerden, Derek began to 
incorporate the music of other composers in his peformances. 
His long-time fascination with the music of Brazilian Egberto 
Gismonti led to a project to transcribe this musician’s guitar 
music, a composer that Gripper describes as “the Heitor Villa 
Lobos of our time.” The Sound of Water, Derek Gripper’s 
recording of the music of Egberto Gismonti was nominated 
for a South African Music Award (SAMA) for the best Classical 
and Instrumental album of 2012.

In 2009 Derek received a gift of a kora, the 21 string harp-
lute played in West Africa. He began studying the playing 
techniques of this instrument by learning traditional Malian 
compositions on the kora, and two years later had a 
breakthrough: by using the simple textural language of the 
Spanish renaissance lute (called vihuela), it was possible to 
play the highly complex kora compositions of the great Malian 
kora player Toumani Diabate on the six string guitar, without 
omitting a note of the original performances. Derek Gripper’s 
project to create an African repertoire for the classical guitar, 
based on transcriptions of works by some of Africa’s greatest 
musicians, resulted in a growing collection of outstanding 

African Guitar arrangements, with works by Toumani Diabate, 
Ballake Sissoko, Ali Farka Toure, South African bow player 
Madosini and others bringing the guitar to life in new and 
exciting ways. Derek Gripper’s solo guitar recording of Malian 
music “One Night on Earth: Music from the Strings of Mali” 
was released in 2012. Derek Gripper is a trained Montessori 
teacher. Since 2006 he has been developing guitar teaching 
method based on Montessori’s methodology. The Montessori 
Guitar Method is now presented in workshops, books and a 
unique array of scores and didactic materials.
